A hands on approach to learning government
by actually creating a mythical state through
the election of public officials on local, county,
and state levels and then by carrying out the
duties of these respective offices.

Activities include
campaigning, party conventions, debating, voting, legislative sessions,
journalism, choir, trip to Capitol and talent show.
